Instructions

Place the fascia on a clean sacrificial surface with the pilot holes
facing outwards. Using a 76mm hole saw bit, cut two holes using

the two central pilot holes as a guides for the cut.

Central Pilot Holes

Sacrificial wood

[2] cut off the excess material using a jigsaw or router. Test the trim ring
in the hole to make sure it’s large enough to accommodate the
flush plate. Use a file to shave off additional material if required.

Attach the mechanism to the fascia using the four pilot holes located
around the cut, making sure the pipe connectors are facing upwards.

Note: when using a
shaker or inset style
fascia, the spacers
provided must be used to
make the trim sit flush
with the fascia surface

E Apply silicone around the underside of the trim ring.

E Insert the trim ring into the front side of the fascia. Wipe away any
excess silicone around the trim ring.

Note: Apply
around underside
of the trim ring

Make sure excess silicone
is wiped away from around
the trim ring

ALLOW 24 HOURS FOR SILICONE TO CURE



@ If using slim depth furniture please proceed to section 7.
Attach the hoses from the cistern cover to the back of the flush plate.
Then click the fascia to the furniture.

Note: If using with
comfort cistern,
reposition brace
bar to back of unit

Using a knife cut along the cutting guide illustrated below to remove
the material required. Then attach to cistern.

Attach the hoses directly from the flush valve on to the back of the
flush mechanism.

Removing the fascia for maintenance

Remove the fascia by unclipping the fascia clips.

Clean surfaces with a soft
damp cloth and mild
soap solution

Do not scrub or scour

Do not use abrasive cleaning agents. If using bleach, abrasive
or corrosive cleaning agents inside the toilet bowl, ensure that
these do not come into contact with the flush plate. Keep the
seat in the upright position until all cleaner has been flushed
away.
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
